What is Integrated Math III?

     We will be studying numerous mathematical concepts, beginning with a review of important topics studied in Integrated 1 and 2, and then moving on to some interesting algebra ideas.  You will find it very helpful to have a scientific calculator.  A Texas Instruments scientific calculator is recommended for those who will be purchasing a new calculator.  Please note that there will be very few calculators available to borrow in class – so it will be important for you to bring your own.  Additionally, you will need your calculator to complete homework assignments.
