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The G.I. Bill has been Extended
The G.I. Bill which offers educational  benefits for members of the Armed Services has been extended by Pres. Obama.  Pres. George W. Bush had signed the new GI Bill last year and it took effect late in July of this year.  It provides financial aid for public and private schools to veterans of the two wars and their families.  The bill covers Veterans,  Reservists and National Guard members.   Veterans of these organizations are be eligible a monthly housing stipend and  up to $1,000 annually for books.  

In this writers opinion, this benefit is one of  the greatest pieces of  legislation ever enacted for the benefit of service men and women.

The bill first became law in 1944. It has provided a college education or training for approximately  eight million veterans from World War II and subsequent conflicts in Southeast Asia, Korea and the Middle East.  Three U.S. Presidents, three Supreme Court justices and  14 Nobel Prize winners have benefited from the GI Bill.
Guidance Counselors may access detailed information concerning this legislation because returning service men will be seeking information to help them readjust to and prepare for a life after their service to our country. 

 After the wars in Southeast Asia and Korea returning service men and women came to secondary school counselors seeking information on their benefits because the Local Veterans Offices did not have all the information.  The most complete detailed  information was available only in the admissions offices of colleges and universities.

An added comment :  the Commonwealth of Mass offers returning veterans educational  benefits to further their education at colleges and universities within the University of Massachusetts system of colleges and universities.

Have you held an office or received an award whether in or out of school?


Have you attended any special educational program during the year or during the summer?


Have you completed the course requirements for the college program you intend to follow?

Taking the time to do these exercises will help reaffirm the potential majors you’re considering, help you prepare for writing your college essays and allow you to think about things that might come up during an admissions interview.  It will be time well spent.

“The four year degree is largely a thing of the past, according to a 2006 study by the National Center for Educational Statistics,  less than 35%  of students at ‘four year colleges’ are able to complete their bachelor’s degree in four years or fewer. But most do graduate –  more than 56%  eventually get their B.A. within six years. ”  This data was culled form the Integrated Post Secondary Data System, which obtained and analyzed  graduation rates of full-time undergraduate students, beginning in 1998 from more than 6,500 institutions.
