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Do any of you remember the video game Pong? (Or am I really dating myself?)  I have vivid memo-
ries of sitting on the floor in our living room in front of the TV, spinning the dial and being frustrated 
as that little square ball passed above my paddle and off the television screen.  Back then my par-
ents worried about my eyesight and constantly asked me to move back from the screen.  During the 
infancy of video games, the age of the corded dial telephone, and the time of limited channel televi-
sion, setting limits and keeping children safe was relatively simple.  Parents today have much more 
of a challenge. And we all know our concerns go much deeper than just poor eyesight.

is now yet another area for increased supervision and additional parental controls my wife and I 
need to set. It can be a real challenge to stay on top of what is possible with technology and this is 
just one example. 

Setting proper age appropriate boundaries for the use of the TV, computer, and phone is important 
and the best answers may vary from family to family.  I also think about the lessons we teach our 
children as they watch us, as adults, use technology.  As parents we have an enormous responsibil-
ity to be good role models for our kids.  Here are some questions I consider worthy of discussion.  
You may have pondered some of these issues yourself: 

§ What are children learning about technology-distracted driving? 

§ When is it appropriate to halt a face to face conversation to answer a cell phone or text 
message? 

§ When are children mature enough to handle the responsibility and temptations of a cell 
phone and the associated features like a camera, texting, etc.? 

§ At what age should children be allowed to have an e-mail account and what guidance 
should parents provide? 

§ Are adults using social networking sites in the ways that they want their children to use 
them some day? 

§ Is technology enhancing conversations in families or hindering them?

§ Be a positive role model.  When kids are around, use media the way you want them to use 
it and keep mobile devices away from the dinner table.

1. Memorization of basic rules, algorithms, or laws so the skill becomes rote.

3. Deepening understanding of a conceptτproviding students time to read further, elaborat-

ing on a new idea and expanding their understanding. 
4. Preparation for the following day's learning, such as an advance organizer or cue to in-

crease readiness for new information. 
Parents and other adults often benefit from knowing what kind of monitoring is appropriate for 
students with different individual needs (Hong & Lee, 2003).  For example, students who are easily 
distracted or who struggle with learning may need and benefit from relatively close monitoring, as is 
true of students who like to work near a parent or receive frequent feedback.  Students who have 
strong self-regulation skills or find learning relatively straightforward are likely to benefit from
